Thank you for your fax received this morming. I am pleased to be able to
enclose photo-copies of the original Group Registration form, from which you
will see it was registered on the 8th December 1948.

The photo-copies show the Scouters warranted in the Group from that date until
1975 when the warrants system was changed to appointing Scouters to a Scout
District where changes can be made (apart from the GSL warrant) locally without
further paper work. I was interested to see that I knew the Rev George Paterson
who formed the Group. He later moved to Edinburgh where he was ACC{Intermational)
and also toock a great part in the Blair Atholl Jamborettes, which was where

I met him, as well as Ian and Jean Murray whose names appear. I had forgotten
that Wallace Allan was also associated with the Group prior to becoming District
Commissioner. Group cards were re-written in 1950 and it is those on which
you will find details.

I thought when I saw the date of registration we would not find a copy of
the registration form. Our records date from 1919 until the early fifties.
Thankfully with modern photo-copying facilities it is easier to keep records
as the three copies required to register a Group are kept by Headquarters
with the other two copies going to Area and District.

Incidentally, I see vou have now got a new Minister again - Alex Douglas is
of course now at Blackhall, 5t Columba's in Edinburgh which is my Church. The
family have settled in well and as you can imagine we have had quite a few
changes since April!
